OFFICIAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 

Bangor Bass Club Sebasticook Lake Open 

1) The Tournament Committee is solely responsible for the interpretation and enforcement of the rules, are designated judges and are eligible to participate and compete for any and all prizes. THEIR DECISION WILL BE FINAL.
2) All participants must sign in at the Tournament Headquarters at the Sebasticook Lake Boat Launch in Newport, Maine by 7:00 A.M. on August 21, 2010.
3) All boaters MUST produce proof of current liability insurance have the required Coast Guard and State of Maine safety equipment on board. Combustion engine will not exceed 250 horsepower or what the jack plate rating.
4) All contestants must wear approved life vest (completely snapped and zippered in place) whenever the combustion engine is operating.
5) All contestants must comply with the DIF&W regulations that apply to Bass tournaments.
6) Tournament will start at 7:30 A.M. and end at 3:30 P.M. any contestant returning after 3:30 will be disqualified. 

7) SEVEN Fish Limit, 12-inch minimum. Only smallmouth and largemouth Bass will be weighed in. The largest fish will be culled in the case of a team attempting to weigh in more than 7 (seven) fish. 

8) Only spinning, casting, spin/casting rods with artificial lures may be used. Only one (1) rod may be used at a time. No trolling is permitted. 

9) Live wells will be checked and kill switches must be in proper working condition. An official tournament identification tag will be attached to each boat prior to the beginning of the tournament. 

10) All fish MUST be kept in a water circulation type live well and operated in a manner that allows for constant exchange of water as per state regulations. No stringers, cages, or coolers without a circulation device will be permitted.
11) Fishing is allowed anywhere on the tournament waters except; no fishing within fifty yards (150 feet) of another boat that is anchored with it's trolling motor up, no contestant may leave the boat unless of an emergency. No fishing from shore. 

12) A four (4) ounce penalty will be imposed for a short or dead fish. No short fish will be weighed. 

13) Culling of dead fish is permitted. ALL culling (whether of live or dead fish) MUST be accomplished prior to returning to boat launch.
14) In case of a tie on overall weight, the first tiebreaker shall be the largest fish weighed. Second will be the most fish caught. If a tie still exists then a toss of the coin will decide the winner.
15) There will be no use of underwater camera devices of any kind. 

The Tournament Committee reserves the right to modify, add, change or delete any of the above rules prior to the beginning of the tournament.
